
More than 6,700 people throughout Louisiana cel-
ebrated National Hunting and Fishing Day
(NHFD) with the Louisiana Department of

Wildlife and Fisheries (LDWF) on Sept. 22 at events in
Baton Rouge, Minden, Woodworth and Monroe.

At the Baton Rouge event, almost 1,500 people enjoyed
skeet shooting, a catfish pool, youth fishing contest,
archery and canoeing among other activities.  Once again,
the “Paradise Louisiana” outdoors show was on hand to
capture the day's events.  The wild game tasting booth fea-
tured fried alligator, cochon de lait with wild berry bar-
beque sauce, fried catfish, deer sauce piquant and shrimp
salsa.  

The Baton Rouge event was sponsored in part by the
Louisiana Wildlife and Fisheries Foundation, T h e
Advocate, Louisiana Fish Fry, Associated Grocers,
Progressive Insurance, Coca-Cola and Roy's Ice.  More
than 240 volunteers helped with the day's events.

Over 3,000 folks made their way to Woodworth's NHFD
event.  Woodworth's NFHD featured alligator skinning
demonstrations and the local LDWF Hunter Education
staff provided shooting instructions.  

In Minden, more than 1,000 visitors participated in
NHFD.  The LDWF Hunter Education staff manned the
skeet and muzzleloader shooting activities, which were
busy all day.  Deer skinning demonstrations and fishing
instructions also received a lot of attention by the public.
Bayou State Bowhunters Association members and U.S.
Army Corps of Engineers personnel were there to offer
archery lessons.

At the Monroe NHFD activities, over to 2,200 people
attended a day full of skeet shooting, archery, bait casting
lessons, fishing and pony rides.  The U.S. National Guard
also brought a climbing wall that simulates rock climbing.

At each location, LDWF personnel provided displays and
demonstrations to help educate kids and families about

different aspects of the outdoors in Louisiana.  Other
exhibitors were also on hand to demonstrate different
hunting and fishing techniques and to provide more infor-
mation about the state's valuable outdoor resources.

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L.D.W.F. NAMES NEW WILDLIFE DIVISION ADMINISTRATOR

The Louisiana Department of
Wildlife and Fisheries has
named Jimmy Anthony as the

next Wildlife Division administrator.
Anthony has been working with
LDWF for over 30 years and will be
taking the place of David Moreland,
who retired on Sept. 7, 2007.

“I am very honored to have been
selected to lead the Wi l d l i f e
Division.  I believe that the past 30
plus years of public service in natu-
ral resource management has ade-
quately prepared me for this chal-
lenge,” said the new Wi l d l i f e
Division Administrator Jimmy
Anthony.  “I will continue to chal-
lenge the Wildlife Division staff for
new and innovative approaches to
wildlife management and public uti-
lization of those resources.”

Anthony received his Bachelor's of
Science degree in Wi l d l i f e
Management and Conservation in
1977 and his Masters of Science
degree in Biology in 1979 from what
was then called Northeast Louisiana
University, now called the University
of Louisiana Monroe.

Anthony worked in the Monroe area
for the first 24 years of his LDWF
career.  In 1976, he started as a student
worker for the Enforcement Division
as a radio dispatcher. Anthony then
became a biological aide for the
Inland Fisheries Division in 1978.
Later in 1978, Anthony accepted his
first position with the Wi l d l i f e
Division as a wildlife specialist where
he worked on the Russell Sage
Wildlife Management Area (WMA).  

Anthony then became a wildlife man-

agement supervisor from 1981 to
1992 when he managed and operated
Ouachita WMA.  As Ouachita WMA
s u p e r v i s o r, Anthony planted food
plots, trapped ducks and turkeys for
research purposes and collected deer
samples.  From 1992 to 2000,
Anthony served as a biologist on
seven WMAs and his work included
wildlife restoration projects, wood
duck box and banding operations,
turkey restocking, deer management
and deer herd evaluations.
In 2000, Anthony made the move to
LDWF headquarters in Baton Rouge
as he accepted the position of biolo-
gist program manager overseeing all
of Louisiana's WMAs.  In February of
2007, Anthony took on the Wildlife
Division's assistant administrator
position.

Anthony is currently a part of multi-
ple wildlife oriented groups.  He is the
president of the Louisiana
Professional Biologist A s s o c i a t i o n ,
the Region 4 Southeastern
Coordinators representative for the
Federal Aid Coordinators Wo r k i n g

Group (FACWG) that is a subcom-
mittee of the Wildlife Trust Funds
Committee, and is the chairman of the
FACWG with a full seat on the
Wildlife Trust Funds Committee of
the Association of Fish and Wildlife
Agencies.  Anthony also teaches as an
adjunct biology professor at
Southeastern Louisiana University in
Hammond.

FIVE CITED FOR HAR-
VESTING OYSTERS 

ALouisiana Department of
Wildlife and Fisheries
Enforcement Division

Oyster Strike Force agent cited four
men on Aug. 29 for alleged oyster
violations in Lake Mechant located
in Terrebonne Parish. 

Santiago M. Flores, 45, Van B.
Ramirez, 20, Jose G. Rodriguez, 19,
all from Montegut, and Paul G.
Rodriguez, 39, from Dallas, Texas,
were cited for taking oysters from
unleased state water bottoms.

Responding to numerous complaints
in lower Terrebonne Parish, LDWF
Enforcement Sgt. Bryan Marie spot-
ted the vessel dredging for oysters on
unleased water bottoms.  The area in
question contains unleased state
water bottoms, private leases and
closed public oyster grounds.
Utilizing LDWF's global positioning
satellite equipment, Marie marked
the location before boarding the ves-
sel.  The location was proven to be
on unleased state water bottoms
where oyster harvesting is illegal.

Four sacks of oysters were seized
and returned to the water.
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VOLUNTARY TAGGING FOR THE 2007-08 HUNTING SEASON   

The Louisiana Wildlife and Fisheries Commission
suspended the rules requiring mandatory deer tag-
ging system for the 2007-08 hunting season at their

Sept. 6 meeting and also amended the notice of intent that
would suspend turkey tagging for the 2008 turkey season.
The turkey tagging suspension will be finalized at the
December commission meeting.

The commission acted upon a recommendation from the
Louisiana Department of Wildlife and Fisheries (LDWF)
to suspend mandatory tagging in light of the citations some
hunters may have received, through no fault of their own,
during routine documentation checks by Enforcement
Division agents in the field.

Complications arose during the development of the deer
tag delivery program by the license contractor for the
upcoming hunting season.  Problems resulted when some
vendors were not able to issue deer tags to some hunters or
some hunters received deer tags with invalid numbers
between June 1 and Aug. 10.  Some hunters also received
tags without problems during this period.

The license contractor has confirmed that the system has
been issuing valid deer tags since Aug. 10.  For this reason,
and in an effort to collect data from hunters with valid tags
issued prior to Aug. 10, LDWF is encouraging all deer
hunters with tags to follow these steps (that are now volun-
tary):
1. Attach the appropriate carcass tag to the deer (either an
antlered buck tag or an anterless deer tag).
2. Document the date of kill on your license in the Deer
Harvest Report Card section.
3. Call the toll-free Harvest Report phone number 1-866-
484-4805, as printed on the hunting license, and report the
kill within 72 hours OR report through LDWF's Harvest
Report website link within 72 hours.  The Harvest Report
system phone number and web link is scheduled to be acti-
vated by Oct. 15.  Hunters taking deer in early October will
be allowed extra reporting time.
4. Record the validation number on the license as proof of
having reported the kill.

Hunters who participate in the tagging, reporting and vali-
dation program will assist LDWF in testing the new pro-
gram and become familiar with the tagging program that

will be fully functional and mandatory for the 2008-09
hunting season. 

For anyone who does not need to purchase a yearly hunt-
ing license, including lifetime license holders and hunters
under 16 years of age, stop by any point of sale vendor to
obtain tags.  Hunters under 16 years of age, and without a
valid photo ID, will need to present a Social Security card
and their SS number will validate tags issued. A valid La.
driver's license or state issued ID will suffice for hunter's
16 years old and older in this licensing category.

Please note that possession tags for resident game, printed
within the 2007-08 Louisiana Hunting Regulations book-
let, will still be required attachments for harvested deer or
deer parts transported or stored after each hunt.

THREE MEN CITED IN CAMERON
PARISH FOR SHOCKING FISH

LDWF agents cited three men on Aug. 17 for alleged
fishing violations near Lacassine Bayou in Cameron
Parish.  Michael Andrus, 52, Dane Tilley, 43, and

Grant Derouen, 20, all of Lake Charles were cited for tak-
ing fish illegally by means of electricity.

Agents observed Tilley and Derouen occupying one boat
using a trolling motor along the bank of the Intracoastal
Waterway at Lacassine Bayou.   Andrus occupied a second
boat using a trolling motor following behind Tilley and
Derouen.  Each boat had fish shocking equipment hooked
up to 12-volt batteries suspended in the water alongside
their vessels.  After interviewing the three men, Tilley
admitted to taking the catfish in their possession by means
of electricity or what is commonly known as shocking.

Seized in connection with the violations were two boats,
two out board motors, two boat trailers, two trolling
motors, two ice chests, two dip nets, two shocking devices
and 174 pounds of catfish.  The catfish were donated to the
Salvation Army in Lake Charles.  

The penalty for taking fish illegally is a fine between $400
and $950 dollars, or jail time up to 120 days, or both plus
court costs and forfeiture of anything seized.  
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WHITE LAKE RICE FIELD AND MARSH LOTTERY HUNT 
APPLICATIONS BEING ACCEPTED

The Louisiana Department of
Wildlife and Fisheries (LDWF)
is now accepting applications

for the 2007 waterfowl marsh and rice
field lottery hunts on the White Lake
Wetlands Conservation Area.  

Applications for both hunts are due in
room 461 at LDWF's headquarters
building located in Baton Rouge by
4:30 p.m. on Oct. 12, 2007.   The mail-
ing address for the rice field applica-
tions is: Department of Wildlife and
Fisheries, Attention: White Lake Rice
Field Hunt, P.O. Box 98000, Baton
Rouge, LA 70898.  For the marsh lot-
tery hunts put White Lake Marsh Hunt
in the Attention line.

Applicants must be 18 years of age or
older and must submit a separate

application for each desired hunting
date.  No more than five applications
per person can be submitted for the
rice field hunts and only two for the
marsh hunts.  

The available dates for rice field hunts
are: Nov. 10, 11, 14, 17, 18, 21, 25 and
28; Dec. 1, 2, 15, 16, 19, 21, 23 and
28; Jan. 2, 5, 6, 9, 12, 13 and 16.
Marsh hunts are available on Nov. 13,
15 and 24, Dec. 22, 29 and 30, and
Jan. 19 and 20.

Application forms and a complete list
of rules are available at LDWF
Headquarters in Baton Rouge or on
the LDWF Web site at
www.wlf.louisiana.gov.

Each application will be assessed a

non-refundable $5 administrative fee.
Applications must be accompanied by
a check or money order payable to the
Louisiana Department of Wildlife and
Fisheries.  Successful applicants will
be notified by mail.

Selected applicants will be allowed
two guests for the rice field hunts and
one guest for the marsh hunts.  An
additional payment of $150 will be
required for the rice field hunts and
$300 for the marsh hunts.  The pay-
ment is to be made by check or money
order and sent to Louisiana
Department of Wildlife and Fisheries,
710 West Prien Lake Road, Suite
202A, Lake Charles, LA 70601 by the
date in the notification letter.

INSHORE ARTIFICIAL REEF BUILT NEAR TURNER'S BAY ISLAND,
CALCASIEU LAKE COMPLETED THIS WEEK  

Anew artificial reef near Turner's Bay Island,
Calcasieu Lake, Louisiana will be completed this
week.  The enhancement to the Louisiana

Artificial Reef Program will increase the hard bottom-
fishing habitat for Louisiana anglers.

The Louisiana Department of Wildlife and Fisheries, in
partnership with the Coastal Conservation Association of
Louisiana, coordinated this reef project.  Funding was
provided by Chevron Corporation, Dynamic Industries,
and Louisiana Wildlife and Fisheries Foundation, In-kind
contributions were provided by Matt Durand Construction
and NOAA Lafayette.  

“Partnerships of this type make up the backbone of

LDWF's Artificial Reef Programs,” said Mike Harbison,
LDWF Marine Fisheries Division biologist manager,
Lake Charles.

The reef is constructed of crushed limestone, a material of
choice for the creation of low-profile artificial reefs.  It
minimizes the impacts on other user groups such as
shrimping and navigational interests.  The reef material
was unloaded and placed on the floor of Calcasieu Lake
(latitude 30 degrees 03 minutes 20.114 seconds N and
longitude 93 degrees 18 minutes 26.509 seconds W).
